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Airgun Designs' New Low Impact Lvl 10 Valve Upgrade Kit to Debut at the 2002 Diablo International Amateur Open

WHEELING, IL – July 18, 2002 – Make in-gun paintball breaks a thing of the past with the low impact Lvl 10 valve upgrade kit which makes its World debut at the 2002 Diablo International Amateur Open, held in early August. The Lvl 10 valve has been in development for 8 months and is the latest in a long list of engineering breakthroughs from AGD.  The Lvl 10 valve solves the problem of paintball breakage within your AGD paintball marker by using a dual speed bolt – slow at the beginning and fast towards the end of the bolt stroke.  This dual speed bolt allows your AGD marker to be much gentler on today’s fragile tournament grade paintballs - without reducing your rate of fire. The low impact Lvl 10 valve upgrade kit is currently available from your local AGD dealer with a MSRP of $85 US.  

In the past, if a paintball were partially in a Mag’s breech when the trigger was pulled, the paintball would be chopped and you’d have quite a mess on your hands.  With the Lvl 10 valve, should this same situation occur, the bolt will stop on the paintball and recock, allowing the paintball to fully drop into the breech and be fired with the next pull of the trigger. “On one test run, I played 14 consecutive 10-man games without a single barrel break or chop while shooting some of the most fragile paint on the market - RPS Evil,” said Manny Francia, a member of 5-time World Cup Champion, Team Aftershock.
In addition, the Lvl 10 incorporates the lightweight Gen II Superbolt, which greatly decreases the recoil or ‘kick’ of your AGD paintball marker. The stainless steel Gen II Superbolt is an incredible 42% lighter than the old Level 7 bolt, weighing a mere 1.16 ounces (32.9 grams).  This puts the Lvl 10’s bolt in the running for the lightest reciprocating bolt in a paintball marker today.  What does this mean for you?  Greatly increased consistency & accuracy of your AGD paintball marker via a tremendous reduction in recoil.  Less recoil equals lesser movement of your marker as you fire a shot, which in turn helps you keep on target. 

Lvl 10 testing was conducted by some of the World's best and most experienced recreational and tournament players, including Francia. 

“Once in a while, there comes a product that revolutionizes the way the game is played. Level 10 is definitely the latest.   As one of the beta testers from the beginning of the Lvl 10 design, I experienced everything - good and bad. The Lvl 10 is the culmination of AGD's approach to creating the perfect marker,” said Francia. “Tournament play can present some of the most demanding situations in the way you have to shoot your gun. I never had an instance that it failed to shoot.  I believe even the most fickle of gun owners will try and stay with an AGD marker with this modification in it.”

The new Cut & Carved E-Mag Extreme is also making its World debut at Diablo's International Amateur Open and will have the Lvl 10 valve as a standard feature.  The Lvl 10 will also be featured on all new RT Pro & E-Mag paintball markers.
